She'was just a novice skater when 10
she competed in the United States Figure Skating Chambionships in 1962,
where she won the bronze medal. Undaunted, Peggy persisted in training hard
and she emerged the champion for the next five years. Peggy’s perseverance

paid off when she received the gold medal at the Grenada Olympics.

After retiring, Peggy contributed to the sport in many ways.‘ She appeared 15
in many television programmes and interviews to promote the sport. Her
breathtaking performances eamed her worldwide fame. In fact, she was one of
the first skaters ever invited to perform at the White House. Fleming is widely

admired for her skill and elegance in the sports. She will always be a model for
