Kristang, also known as Malacca Portuguese, is a
unique heritage language spoken by the Portuguese-
Eurasian community in Singapore and the Malayan
region. With an estimated fewer than 100 speakers
in Singapore, Kristang Is a critically endangered
language. Most Singaporeans are not even aware of
its existence! Therefore, the need for us to preserve
this language has come into the spotlight.

Why keep a rarely used language?

Preservation of languages should be a matter of concem.

» Firstly, languages carry our cultural heritage. Traditions, knowledge, values,
and historical narratives of a community, and so much more, are passed
from one generation to the next predominantly by language. Each language
reflects the distinctive inner workings of the community that uses it.

« Secondly, languages are closely tied to a community’s identity. Without a
common language, a community would struggle to exist. Language is an
integral part of who a person is and gives one a sense of belonging.
